Records of births, deaths, marriages, 

and divorces gathered through a 

registration system maintained by 

governmental units. 
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Wealth   

An inclusive term encompassing all 

of a person's material assets, 

including land and other types of 

property. 
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White-collar crime   

Crimes committed by affluent 

individuals or corporations in the 

course of their daily business 

activities. 
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World systems analysis   

Immanuel Wallerstein's view of the 

global economic system as divided 
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between certain industrialized 

nations that control wealth and 

developing countries that are 

controlled and exploited. 
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Xenocentrism   

The belief that the products, styles, 

or ideas of one's society are inferior 

to those that originate elsewhere. 
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Zero population growth (ZPG)   

The state of a population with a 

growth rate of zero, achieved when 

the number of births plus 

immigrants is equal to the number 

of deaths plus emigrants. 
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Zoning laws   

Legal provisions stipulating land use 

and architectural design of housing 

sometimes used as a means of 

keeping racial minorities and low-

income people out of suburban 

areas. 
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
